  LOCATION:  10832 Katella Avenue 
 

  REQUEST: A request for Conditional Use Permit approval to allow an 
existing restaurant, El Omda Egyptian Café, to have Hookah as 
an accessory use restricted only to the new proposed outdoor 
patio area, and subject to the Operating Requirements and 
Special Standards for establishments with Hookah, in 
conjunction with landscaping and site improvements to 
accommodate the new outdoor patio area.  The site is in the 
C-2 (Community Commercial) zone.
